recognized performers and improvisers,•	
international concert performers (except Augustin Barié died prematurely),•	
titular organists of a major Parisian church,•	
composers of works for organ, but also, in different proportions for all kinds of instrumental and •	
vocal ensembles.

I Augustin BARIÉ 1883-1915

Pupil of Adolphe Marty, Alexandre Guilmant and Louis Vierne. Organist of Saint-Germain des Prés 
(1906), teacher at the INJA during the same year.

“Three pieces, opus VII”: March - Lamento - Toccata.•	

II Louis VIERNE 1870-1937

Pupil of Adolphe Marty, César Franck and Charles-Marie Widor. Substitute of Widor at Saint-Sulpice 
(from 1892 to 1900) and at the Paris Conservatory (1894) then professor in 1912 at the Schola Contorum. 
Organist of the Cathedral Notre-Dame de Paris from 1900 to 1937. 

Two parts of the “First Symphony”: Pastorale - Finale.•	
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III Gaston LITAIZE 1909-1991

Pupil of Adolphe Marty, Marcel Dupré, Georges Caussade and Henri Büsser. Second Prix de Rome 
in 1938. Teacher at the INJA from 1939 to 1969, then at the Conservatoire of Saint-Maur-des-Fossés 
from 1974 to 1990. Organist of Saint-François Xavier from 1946 to 1991.

Four preludes from “Twenty-four Liturgical Preludes”: n° 1 - 2 - 16 - 11.•	

IV Jean LANGLAIS 1907-1991

Pupil of Andre Marchal, Marcel Dupré and Paul Dukas. Teacher at the INJA (1930-1968) and  
at the Schola Cantorum (1961-1975). Organist of Saint-Pierre de Montrouge, and of the Basilica of 
Sainte-Clotilde from 1945 to 1987.

Prolific composer.

Jean-Pierre LEGUAY studied in particular with A. Marchal and G. Litaize (organ), then at the 
(Conservatoire Supérieur de Musique) CNSM of Paris with S. Plé-Caussade (writing), R. Falcinelli 
(organ) and O. Messiaen (composition). He obtained many first prizes in organ, improvisation and 
composition. He has been the tenured organist of the Great Organs of Notre-Dame de Paris since 1985 
and professor emeritus of organ and individual and collective improvisation at the National Conservatory 
of the Dijon area.

Jean-Pierre Leguay is an internationally recognized concert organist, composer and improvisationalist 
both in France and abroad (Europe, United States, Canada and Asia). To date, he has written more 
than sixty works for various instrumental and vocal formations. He has received several commissions 
from the French Government, Radio-France, the CNSM, the Scottish Arts Council of Edinburgh, the 
International Festival of León in Spain.

He has recorded several CDs featuring repertory from the 17th century to nowadays, including his own 
compositions and improvisations. In addition, he played a major role as an improvisationalist in the 
music of the film “les Mystères des Cathédrales” directed by J.F. Delassus for television channel Arte 
and Editions Montparnasse.
